After acceptance to the University, all students will receive a transcript evaluation before the first term of 

attendance. The application fee is non-refundable.

Students transferring with less than 47 quarter units of college work must qualify for admission on the basis of 

SAT or ACT scores and academic transcripts from both high school and colleges attended.

Only course work with a C- or better will be accepted. Classes receiving a "P" grade will only be transferrable if 

the passing grade is equivalent to a "C-" or higher.

              0-44 quarter hours transferred credits = 18 semester credits required of Biblical Education

                  45 quarter hours transferred credits = 15 semester credits required of Biblical Education

                  90 quarter hours transferred credits = 12 semester credits required of Biblical Education
